Anti-Spam Legislation Moves Forward

The U.S. Senate has voted 97-0 in
favor of cracking down on Unsolic-
ited Commercial Email or Spam.
The House of Representatives is
considering similar measures but
efforts have been stalled in commit-
tee.

In the European Union, “digital
privacy” rules have just come into
effect requiring consent before
sending e-mail to recipients.

In both cases, critics say enforce-
ment will be especially difficult,
and a greater obstacle than the es-
tablishment of laws by US and EU
governing bodies.

Bounty Offered To Combat Viruses
In reaction to the virus problem

plaguing the computer industry,
Microsoft Corp. has established a $5
Million fund to establish rewards
for information leading to the cap-
ture of those who write computer
viruses. Specifically identified is
the reward of $250,000 for the au-
thors of the original “Blaster” and
“Sobig” viruses.
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New Server Software to Block Spam

Nearly everyone who uses a com-
puter (and email) has been experi-
encing an increase in the amount of
Unsolicited Commercial E-mail
(UCE) messages or “Spam” he or
she receives.

The cost to businesses is estimated be-
tween $5 and $20 billion in lost pro-
ductivity and related computer ex-
penses. Because this problem appears
to be growing, Congress is working to
regulate e-mail advertising,

To combat Spam, Internet compa-
nies such as Yahoo, Lycos, AOL and
Microsoft have implemented Spam
blocking and filtering technologies.
These include modifiable Spam fil-
ters and disposable e-mail ad-
dresses. Similarly, other corpora-
tions have invested in technology to
reduce the amount of junk mail
their employees receive.

Individuals and businesses running
their own in-house mail servers

should be aware of a newly released
software product called XWall. This
software was released to help e
duce the quantity of Spam that us-
ers receive everyday. The most 1e-
cent version is XWall 3.28

XWall protects mail servers from
viruses and Spam by scanning n-
coming messages for these threats.
XWall will compare sender ad-
dresses to white lists (senders you
know and trust, and wish to receive
email from), and black lists
(senders that are known to you but
you do not wish to receive email
from them).

When a message arrives, XWall will
block the message or remove threat-
ening attachments according to
your computer settings.
